The HLC Maternal & Family Mental Health Research Center was founded by Dr. Latrina Thomas and
Dr. Patrina Dow to support maternal, child, and family well-being through research, education,
community engagement, and service.

Eligibility
Applicants must:
- Be a graduating senior in the Health Sciences program at Tuskegee University

- Be in good academic standing
- Demonstrate leadership, service, professionalism, perseverance, and commitment to helping others

Selection Process

The HLC Minnie Lee Scholarship is a merit-based award. Recipients are selected by the Dean and
Department Head based on academic achievement, character, leadership, professionalism, service,
and commitment to improving the lives of others.

Award Distribution

Two scholarships will be awarded each academic year:
- One $500 scholarship during the Fall semester
- One $500 scholarship during the Spring semester



Recipients will also receive recognition from the HLC Maternal & Family Mental Health Research
Center.
